The 
Kid Kindness Program serves children who have been identified as at risk for, or perpetrators of, some form of sexual misconduct 
and/or aggression. Over 5,000 hours of therapy were provided at no cost to these clients in 2014. Personal Safety and Community 
Awareness Program reaches all children enrolled in public and private schools, day cares, preschools, community at large and 
professionals. Over 41,000 students are taught the touching rule, Internet safety, and anti-bullying, along with professionals who 
work closely with children are trained on how to identify and report suspicions of abuse. The Children and Families Supervised 
Visitation Program serves children between the ages of birth and 18 whom the courts has ordered supervised visitation between 
the non-custodial parent and his/her child(ren). The program also provides Safe Exchange for families who are separated and share 
time with their child(ren). Over 640 visits were safely conducted last year.
